INTRODUCTION

The instructions pertaining to the installation of your wood stove comply with UL & ULC standards. This manual
describes the installation and operation of the United States Stove Company Model US1269E woodheater. This heater
meets the 2020 U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s crib wood emission limits for woodheaters sold after May
15, 2020. Under specific EPA test conditions burning Douglas Fir dimensional lumber this heater has been shown to
deliver heat at a rate of 29,234 to 26,300 Btu/hr. This heater achieved a particulate emissions rate of 1.8 g/hr when
tested to method ASTM E2780-10 single Burn Rate Appendix (*and an efficiency of 67%.)

thimble as necessary, utilizing either a recently cleaned
and inspected masonry chimney (properly lined) or a
UL, ULC Listed chimney. Ensure that the fixed flue
baffle that is provided is installed in the flue collar. This
baffle is intended to be in a fixed location for optimal
combustion. Do not remove or alter the location of this
baffle. It is against federal regulations and will void the
warranty.

¢ Again, check the following illustrations and be sure
to have the clearances shown from the heater and
the connector pipe to combustible surfaces. If there
is a solid brick or stone wall behind the heater, please
consult the local building code for specific regulations
that may apply in the area. However, if the wall is only
faced with brick or stone, consider it acombustible wall.
To reduce flue clearances from combustible materials,
contact the local safety department.

¢ If the chimney drafts excessively, purchase and use
a Barometric Draft Regulator (DR6 available from
factory).

¢ The chimney connection should be as short as
possible, and the heater must have its own flue. DO
NOT CONNECT THIS UNIT TO A CHIMNEY FLUE

¢ Use three sheet metal screws in each stove pipe and or
elbow joint to firmly hold the pipe together.

MASONRY CHIMNEY

The masonry chimney must be code approved and have
a flue liner. The masonry chimney must comply with UL,
ULC codes. Before using an existing masonry chimney,
clean the chimney and inspect the flue liner to be sure
it is safe to use. Make repairs before attaching the
heater. The connector pipe and fittings you will need
to connect directly to a masonry chimney are shown. If
the connector pipe must go through a combustible wall
before entering the masonry chimney, consult a qualified
mason or chimney dealer. The installation must conform
to local fire codes, and NFPA 211(USA) or CAN/CSA-
B365-M91 (Canada). Do not connect this heater into the
same chimney flue as the fireplace or flue from another
heater. The chimney used for a heater must not be used
to ventilate the cellar or basement. If there is a cleanout
opening at the base of the chimney, close it tightly.

RULES FOR CONNECTOR PIPE

INSTALLATION

1. Thecrimped end of the pipe must be installed toward
the heater. The pipe should slide into the flue collar.
The pipe should be firmly attached to the flue collar
with 3 screws and sealed with furnace cement.

2. Slope any horizontal pipe upward toward the
chimney at least 1/4" for each foot of horizontal run.
The horizontal section must be a minimum of 24"
from the stove.

3. You must have at least 18" inches clearance between
any horizontal piping and the ceiling.

The pipe cannot extend into the chimney flue.

5. Seal each connector pipe joint with furnace cement.
Also, seal the pipe at the chimney. Seal the inside
with high-temperature silicone and the outside with
high-temperature tape.

6. Use 3 sheet metal screws at each joint to make the
piping rigid.

7. It is recommended that no more than two (2)
90-degree bends be usedinthe stove pipeinstallation
as more than two (2) may decrease the amount of
draw and possibly cause smoke spillage.

NOTE: The chimney connector shall not pass through an
attic, roof space, floor, ceiling, or similar concealed space.
Where passage through a wall or partition of combustible
construction is desired, the installation must conform
with CAN/CSA - B365.

IMPORTANCE OF PROPER DRAFT

Draft is the force which moves air from the appliance
up through the chimney. The amount of draft in your
chimney depends on the length of the chimney, local
geography, nearby obstructions and other factors. Too
much draft may cause excessive temperatures in the
appliance. Inadequate draft may cause backpuffing into
the room and ‘plugging’ of the chimney or the catalyst (if
equipped). Inadequate draft will cause the appliance to

temperature indicates excessive draft.

The figures in this manual show how to connect the
chimney connector of a heater to a masonry chimney
through a combustible wall. There are five allowable ways
that a chimney connector can be connected to a masonry
chimney by passing through a combustible wall. NFPA
Standard 211 allows the following wall pass-through
systems.

1.

Use a minimum 3-1/2" thick brick masonry wall
framed into the combustible wall. A fireclay liner
(ASTM C315 or equivalent) having a 5/8” minimum
wall thickness must be used and it must be at least
12" away from any material that could catch fire. The
inside diameter of the fireclay liner shall be sized
for the proper snug fit of a 6" diameter chimney
connector pipe. The fireclay liner shall run from the
outer surface of the brick wall to, but not beyond, the

inner surface of the chimney flue and shall be firmly
cemented in place.

Use a solid insulated listed factory-built chimney
length having an inside diameter of 6” and 1” or
more of solid insulation. There must be at least a
9" air space between the outer wall of the chimney
length and any combustible materials. The inner end
of the chimney length shall be flush with the inside
of the masonry chimney, the flue shall be sealed to
the flue and to the brick masonry penetration with
non-water-soluble refractory cement. Sheet steel
supports which are at least 24 gauge(0.024") in
thickness shall be securely fastened to wall surfaces
on all sides. Fasteners between supports and the
chimney length shall not penetrate the chimney liner.

Use a 10” diameter ventilated thimble made of
at least 24 gauge(0.024") steel having two 17 air
channels. The ventilated thimble must be separated
from combustible materials by a minimum of 6"
glass fiber insulation. The opening in the combustible
wall shall be covered and the thimble supported with
sheet steel supports which are at least 24 gauge
(0.024") in thickness. The sheet steel supports shall
be securely fastened to wall surfaces on all sides and

4. Use an 8" inside diameter solid insulated listed
factory-built chimney length which has 1" or more of
solid insulation. The minimum length of this chimney
section shall be 12" and will serve as a pass-through
for the 6” diameter chimney connector. There must
be at least a 12" air space between the outer wall of
the chimney section and any combustible materials.
The chimney section shall be concentric with and
spaced1”away from the chimney connector by means
of sheet steel support plates on both ends of the
chimney section. The opening in the combustible wall
shall be covered and the chimney section supported
on both sides with sheet steel supports which are at
least 24 gauge (0.024") in thickness. The sheet steel
supports shall be securely fastened to wall surfaces
on all sides and shall be sized to fit and hold the
chimney section. Fasteners used to secure chimney
sections shall not penetrate chimney flue liner.

5. A listed factory-built wall pass-through system
may be purchased and installed according to the
instructions pack aged with it to provide a safe
method of passing the chimney connector through

a combustible wall for connection to a masonry
chimney.

ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS

1. Insulation material used as part of wall pass-through
system shall be of noncombustible material and shall
have a thermal conductivity of 1.0 Btu ¢ in./ft.2 « °F
(4.88 kg * cal/hr* m2+°C) or less

2. All clearances and thicknesses are minimums: larger
clearances and thickness are acceptable.

3. A chimney thimble, as shown for 3” and 4" above
(Parts C and D respectively of Figure 8) shall be for
types "3" and 4" connections to facilitate removal
of the chimney connector for cleaning. The chimney
thimble shall be of ASTM C315 fireclay with 5/8"
minimum wall thickness, or material of equivalent
durability. The inside diameter of the thimble shall be
sized for the proper snug fit of a 6” diameter chimney
connector pipe. The thimble shall be installed without
damage to the chimney flue. The thimble shall extend
through the chimney wall to, but not beyond, the inner
surface of the chimney flue and shall be permanently
cemented in place with high temperature cement.

4. A chimney connector to a masonry chimney, except
for 2" above (Part B of Figure 8), shall extend through
the wall pass-through system to the inner face of the
chimney flue, but not beyond. It does not have to be
fastened in place so long as it cannot accidently be
pulled out of the chimney or shoved into the chimney
flue. If fasteners are used to secure the chimney
connector to a masonry chimney, the fasteners shall
not penetrate the chimney flue liner.

5. Any material used to close up any opening for the
connector shall be noncombustible.

PARTE

In addition to the methods shown by A, B, C, and D, a
listed factory-built wall pass-through system may be
purchased and installed according to the instructions
packaged with it to provide a safe method of passing
chimney connector through a combustible wall for a
connection to a masonry chimney.

CONNECTION OF CHIMNEY CONNECTOR TO A
MASONRY CHIMNEY WHEN CHIMNEY CONNECTOR
DOES NOT PASS THROUGH A COMBUSTIBLE WALL
If the chimney connector does not have to pass through
a combustible wall to get to a masonry chimney, simply
connect the chimney connector directly to the masonry
chimney’s chimney thimble as described and shown by
parts C and D. Remember, the chimney connector should

extend into the chimney thimble to the inner face of the
chimney flue but not beyond; if the chimney connector is
extended through the chimney thimble into the chimney
flue, resistance to the flow of smoke and gases up the
chimney will occur; that flow resistance will have an
adverse affect on the operation and performance of the
heater and venting system.

SERVICE HINTS

Do not expect a heater to draw. It is the chimney that
creates the draft. Smoke spillage into the house or
excessive buildup of water or creosote in the chimney are
warnings that the chimney is not functioning properly.
Correct problem before using heater. Possible causes are:

1. The connector pipe may push into the chimney too
far, stopping the draft.

2. Do not connect two heaters into the same chimney
flue.

3. The chimney used for a heater must not be used to
ventilate the cellar or basement. If there is a cleanout
opening at the base of the chimney, it must be closed
tightly.

4. If the chimney is operating too cool, water will
condense in the chimney and run back into the stove.
Creosote formation will be rapid and may block the
chimney. Operate the heater at a high enough fire to
keepthe chimney warm preventing thiscondensation.

5. |If the fire burns well but sometimes smokes or burns
slowly, it may be caused by the chimney top being
lower than another part of the house or a nearby tree.
The wind blowing over a house or tree, falls on top
of the chimney like water over a dam, beating down
the smoke. The top of the chimney should be at least
3 feet above the roof and be at least to 2 feet higher
than any point of the roof within 10 feet.

WOOD STOVE UTILIZATION

Your heating appliance was designed to burn well
seasoned natural wood only; no other materials should
be burned. Any type of well seasoned natural wood

may be used in your stove, but specific varieties have
better energy yields than others. Higher efficiencies and
lower emissions generally result when burning air dried
seasoned hardwoods, as compared to softwoods or too
green or freshly cut hardwoods. The following resources
can assist in learning the burn characteristics of various
species of wood:

The operation of this wood heater in a manner
inconsistent with the owner’s manual will void your
warranty and is also against federal regulations. Waste

and other flammable materials should not be burned in
your stove. DO NOT BURN:

1. Garbage;

2. Lawn clippings or yard waste;

3. Materials containing rubber, including tires;

4. Materials containing plastic;

5. Waste petroleum products, paints or paint thinners,

or asphalt products;
Materials containing asbestos;
Construction or demolition debris;

Railroad ties or pressure-treated wood;

Manure or animal remains;

10. Saltwater driftwood or other previously salt water-
saturated materials;

11. Unseasoned wood; or

12. Paper products, cardboard, plywood, or particleboard.
The prohibition against burning these materials does
not prohibit the use of fire starters made from paper,
cardboard, sawdust, wax, and similar substances to
start a fire in an affected wood heater.

Burning these materials may result in the release of toxic
fumes or render the heater ineffective and cause smoke.
Deadwood lying on the forest floor should be considered
wet and requires full seasoning time. Standing deadwood
can usually be considered to be about 2/3 seasoned.
Smaller pieces of wood will dry faster. All logs exceeding
B6” in diameter should be split. The wood should not be
stored directly on the ground. Air should circulate through
the logs. A 24” to 48” air space should be left between
each row of logs, which should be placed in the sunniest
location possible. The upper layer of wood should be
protected from the element but not the sides. A good
indicator of if the wood is ready to burn is to check the

piece ends. If cracks are radiating in all directions from
the center then the wood should be dry enough to burn.
If your wood sizzles in the fire, even though the surface
is dry, it may not be fully cured and should be seasoned
longer.

It is EXTREMELY IMPORTANT that you use DRY WOOD
only in your wood stove. The wood should have dried
for 9 to 15 months, such that the humidity content (in
weight) is reduced below 20% of the weight of the log.
Itis very important to keep in mind that even if the wood
has been cut for one, two, or even more years, it is not
necessarily dry, if it has been stored in poor conditions.
Under extreme conditions, it may rot instead of drying.
This point cannot be overstressed; the vast majority of
the problems related to the operation of a wood stove is
caused by the fact that the wood used was too damp or
had dried in poor conditions. These problems can be:

e ignition problems

¢ creosote build-up causing chimney fires
¢ low energy yield

e blackened windows

e incomplete log combustion

Do not burn manufactured logs
made of wax impregnated sawdust
or logs with any chemical additives.
Manufactured logs made of 100%
compressed sawdust can be burned,
but be careful burning too much of
these logs at the same time. Start with one manufactured
log and see how the stove reacts. You can increase the
number of logs burned at a time but make sure the
temperature never rises higher than 475 °F (246 °C) on a
magnetic thermometer forinstallation on single wall stove
pipes or 900 °F (482 °C) on a probe thermometer for
installation on double wall stove pipe. The thermometer
should be placed about 18” (457 mm) above the stove.
Higher temperatures can lead to overheat and damage
your stove.

TESTING YOUR WOOD

¢ When the stove is thoroughly warmed, place one piece
of split wood (about five inches in diameter) parallel to
the door on the bed of red embers.

¢ Keep the air control fully open and close the door. If
the wood ignites within 90 seconds from the time it
was placed in the stove, your wood is correctly dried. If
ignition takes longer, your wood is damp.

¢ If your wood hisses and water or vapor escapes at
the ends of the piece, your wood is soaked or freshly
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cut (green). Do not use this wood in your stove. Large
amounts of creosote could be deposited in your
chimney, creating potential conditions for a chimney
fire.

TAMPER WARNING

This wood heater has a manufacturer-set minimum low
burn rate that must not be altered. It is against federal
regulations to alter this setting or otherwise operate this
wood heater in a manner inconsistent with operating
instructions in this manual.

EFFICIENCIES

Efficiencies can be based on either the lower heating
value (LHV) or the higher heating value (HHV) of the
fuel. The lower heating value is when water leaves the
combustion process as a vapor, in the case of woodstoves
the moisture in the wood being burned leaves the stove
as a vapor. The higher heating value is when water leaves
the combustion process completely condensed. In the
case of woodstoves this would assume the exhaust gases
are room temperature when leaving the system, and
therefore calculations using this heating value consider
the heat going up the chimney as lost energy. Therefore,
efficiency calculated using the lower heating value of
wood will be higher than efficiency calculated using the
higher heating value. The best way to achieve optimum
efficiencies is to learn the burn characteristic of you
appliance and burn well-seasoned wood. Higher burn
rates are not always the best heating burn rates; after a
good fire is established a lower burn rate may be a better
option for efficient heating. A lower burn rate slows the
flow of usable heat out of the home through the chimney,
and it also consumes less wood.

NOTICE - INITIAL BURNS TO CURE PAINT
Proper curing of the high-temp paint requires a series of
three initial burns. The appliance should be allowed to
cool off between each burn. The first two burns should
be small fires and low temperatures (250°F) for a
duration of 20 minutes each. The third fire should be at
a temperature of approximately 500°F for 20 minutes.
Provide adequate cross ventilation to clear any smoke or
odor caused by initial firings.

Notice: Use solid wood fuel only! Do not burn garbage,
or flammable fluids. Do not use coal. This appliance
is not designed to accommodate the air flow (draft)
required to properly burn coal or coal products. Do
not elevate the fire using grates or irons. Build the fire
directly on the firebrick.

BUILDING A FIRE

The top down method of fire building is recommended
for this appliance. Place the largest pieces of wood on
the bottom, laid in parallel and close together. Smaller
pieces are placed in a second layer, crossways to the
first. A third layer of still smaller pieces is laid crossways
to the second, this time with some spaces between.
Then a fourth layer of loose, small kindling and twisted
newspaper sheets tops off the pile.

ADDING FUEL

1. Once you have obtained a good bed of embers, you
should reload the stove.

2. Todo so, slowly open the door so it is open one
or two inches for 5 to 10 seconds, before opening
completely to increase the draft and thus eliminate
the smoke which is stagnant in a state of slow
combustion in the stove.

3. Rake the embers to the front of the stove. Add about
7-7.5 Ibs of fuel. This amount will prevent overload

or over-firing your stove. Close the door immediately.

4. When adding fuel, be careful not to smother the fire.
Make sure the embers do not obstruct the air inlet.

5. Reloading of fuel should only occur once the prior
fuel load has burned down to embers. Abiding by
this routine, your stove will achieve the cleanest
emissions burn, plus will prevent over-firing of your
stove.

VISIBLE SMOKE

The amount of visible smoke being produced can be
an effective method of determining how efficiently the
combustion process is taking place in the given settings.
Visible smoke consists of unburned fuel and moisture
leaving your stove. Learn to adjust the air settings of your
specific unit to produce the smallest amount of visible
smoke. Wood that has not been seasoned properly and
has a high wood moisture content will produce excess
visible smoke and burn poorly.

AIR TUBES

The air tubes assembled in this unit are designed to
provide an accurate mix of secondary air to ensure the
highest efficiency. Any damage or deterioration of these
tubes may reduce the efficiency of combustion.

SECONDARY AIR TUBES

The secondary air tubes must be cleaned with a wire
brush. If debris remains in holes lightly tap with a wooden
stick to remove.

SMOKE & CO MONITORS

Burning wood naturally produces smoke and carbon
monoxide(CO) emissions. CO is a poisonous gas when
exposed to elevated concentrations for extended
periods. While the modern combustion systems in
heaters drastically reduce the amount of CO emitted
out the chimney, exposure to the gases in closed or
confined areas can be dangerous. Make sure your stove
gaskets and chimney joints are in good working order
and sealing properly to ensure unintended exposure. It is
recommended that you use both smoke and CO monitors
in areas having the potential to generate CO.

CREOSOTE FORMATION AND NEED FOR
REMOVAL

When wood is burned slowly, it produces tar and other
organic vapors, which combine with expelled moisture
to form creosote. The creosote vapors condense in the
relatively cool chimney flue of a slow-burning fire. As a
result, creosote residue accumulates on the flue lining.
When ignited this creosote makes an extremely high
temper fire. The chimney connector and chimney should
be inspected at least once every two months during the
heating season to determine if a creosote build-up has
occurred. If creosote has accumulated (3 mm or more),
it should be removed to reduce the risk of a chimney fire.

We strongly recommend that you install a magnetic
thermometer on your smoke exhaust pipe, approximately
18” above the stove. This thermometer will indicate the
temperature of your gas exhaust fumes within the smoke
exhaust system. The ideal temperature for these gases
is somewhere between 275°F and 500°F. Below these
temperatures, the build-up of creosote is promoted.
Above 500°F, heat is wasted since a too large quantity is
lost into the atmosphere.

TO PREVENT CREOSOTE BUILD UP

¢ Always burn dry wood. This allows clean burns and
higher chimney temperatures, therefore less creosote
deposit.

¢ Always check for creosote deposit once every two
months and have your chimney cleaned at least once
ayear.

¢ |f a chimney or creosote fire occurs DO NOT open the
door keep the door closed. Wait for the fire to go out and
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the heatertocool, theninspect the chimney for damage.
If no damage results, perform a chimney cleaning to
ensure no more creosote deposits is remaining in the
chimney.

ASH REMOVAL & DISPOSAL

Whenever ashes get 3 to 4 inches deep in your firebox or
ash pan, and when the fire has burned down and cooled,
remove excess ashes. Leave an ash bed approximately
1 inch deep on the firebox bottom to help maintain a
hot charcoal bed. Ashes should be placed in a metal
container with a tight-fitting lid. The closed container of
ashes should be placed on a non-combustible floor or the
ground, away from all combustible materials, pending
final disposal. The ashes should be retained in the closed
container until all cinders have thoroughly cooled.

CAUTIONS:

ASHES COULD CONTAIN HOT EMBERS EVEN
AFTER TWO DAYS WITHOUT OPERATING THE

Carefully clean the available
gasket groove, apply a high temperature silicone sold for
this purpose, and install the new gasket. You may light
up your stove again approximately 24 hours after having
completed this operation.
